REBEL troops were on the
verge of taking Kigali, the
Rwandan capital. last night
but a rebel victory is unlikely
to bring an end to the killing.

"There was no slackening in
the acts of brutality in the city
yesterday. Rwandan soldiers
bayoneted to death two pa-
ticnts at Kigali's central hospi-
tal on Monday amid the
dying. The attack took place in
full view of hospital staff and
people waiting for treatment.
At the back of the hospital
compound about 40 bodics
were piled high. rotting in the
drizle.

Most of the dead were men
but there were also several
children — boys and girls with
knife wounds.
