1, OXM PISUATION., GENERAL SITUATION REMAINED VERY TENSBE AND
FLUID THROUGHQUT THE PERIOD. THE RPP MAINTAINED A TIGHT GRIP ON
THE CITY AND CONTINUED TO ISOLATE RGP POSITIQNS IN KIGALI. THERE
WEBRE INTENSIVE EXCHRANGES OF HEAVY ARTY/MORTAR, HMG AND S8As FIRE
BRETWBEN THE BELIGERENTS IN THE NORTH, EAST AND SOUTHWEST OF THE
CITY.CUTSIDE KIGALI, THE RGF REMAINS IN CONTROL OF RUHENGERI IN
THE NORTH, TH® RPF ADVANCE WESTWARD IN THE SOUTH STEADILY
PROGRESSED. XABGAYE AND NYANZA FELL TO THE RPF DURING THE WEBK.
THE TOWR OF GITARAMA LOOKS-  LIKE THEIR NEXT OBJECTIVE IN THAT

KIBUYE. MILITIA PREBSBENCE IN:THE CITY REDUCED CONSIDERABLY DUZ TO
THR EXODUS OF THE MILITIA T0 ESCAPE THE FIGKTING IN XIGALI., THR
GENDARMERIE TOOK OVER THE MANNING OF MOST OF THE ROAD BLOCKS IN
ROF CONTROLLED ARPAS WITHIN THR CITY. ON 31 MAY, ONE UNMO, UNID
539 CAPT MBAYE DIAGNE OF SENECAL WAS INSTANTLY KILLED WHEN A
MORTAR SHELL PRCM AN RPF GUN.LOCATION LANDED A PEW FERET AWAY FRCM
HIS VEHICLE WHILE HE HARD STOPFED AT AN RGF ROAD BLOCK AWAITING
CLEARANCE. THE BODY WAS FLOWN TO NAIROBI QN THE AFTERNOON FLIGHKT.
THE EXBRCISE TO TRANSFEZR DISELACED PEOPLE TC SECURE AREAS WAS
SUSPENDED TWICE DURING THE WEEK DUB TO BCTH PARTIES NOT REEPING
TO THEIR WORD:OF NOT FIRING ON.THE CCNVOYS. THE SECCOND TRIPARTITE
CEASE FIRE MEETING BETWEEN RPF AND RGF WAS SUCCESSFULLY CONDUCTZD
ON 02 JUN 1954 UNDER THE CHAIRMANSHIP OF THE DPFC. NO DECISIONS
WERE TAXEN. BOTH SIDES HOWEVER DECIDED TO CONTINUE THE DIALOGUR
